Bingo Guidelines

The Bingo Events can be one of the most exciting and profitable events for your business.  We rent a hall for the night and you can invite as many hostesses as you would like.  It is the same idea as having a party in the hostess’s home, except she takes her guests with her to the hall.  Hostesses can bring food with them and there is a cash bar available for beverages.  Instead of doing a traditional demonstration in her home, we play Bingo for the evening.  There are 11 total Bingo Games - 7 Regular Bingo’s and 4 Special Bingos.    To play all of the Bingo games for the night, the cost is $20 and each guest that purchases the full bingo package ($20) gets a free gift at the welcome table. There are a few guidelines for the bingo events.  They are listed below.  For anyone who is unfamiliar with our bingo events, it is recommended that you come to help out for one bingo to see how it works.  That way you will be able to promote it at your shows.

· Deposit – A $20 deposit is required to participate in the Bingo Event.  This is a REFUNDABLE deposit for members of the Light Speed team.  Provided you have at least ONE Hostess with at least FIVE guests OR SIX people for a mystery hostess party, you will receive your deposit back.  If you are not a member of the Light Speed team, then we cash your check to help cover the expenses of the evening.
· Early Bird/Door Prize Gifts Donation – There are also early bird/door prize raffles that we do for the night.  We also ask for a donation of FIVE little door prize gifts ($1 or under per each gift) PER HOSTESS that you have for the evening.  This allows for many people to win a little something for being their by 6:45pm.  Not everyone will win, however usually almost everyone who is there early gets to go home with a gift. Also, a donation of 2 5-packs of TSG spice samples to use for the welcome table when guests purchase the full bingo package ($20)
· Product Display – Each Consultant who participates in the Bingo Event is required to bring a display to setup in the center of the room.  We ask for a volunteer to co-ordinate the Product Display for the Bingo Event.  This Product Display Coordinator is responsible to contact each of the Consultants participating in the Bingo Event to put together a theme for the night as well as co-ordinate which Consultants will bring which products.  
· Arrival Time – Each Consultant who is participating in the Bingo Event is asked to arrive no later than 6:00pm to setup their display and their tables before their guests arrive.
